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PROJECT UPDATE

Earlier this year, we posted an update discussing how we had topped out our three-story RC
frame at Scarborough Hospital - part of a £47m contract to improve the building under
Integrated Health Projects (IHP). We were approached by them following our previous
improvement works at Huddersfield Royal Infirmary for VINCI Construction, and have since
been assisting them with the largest capital scheme ever undertaken by York and Scarborough
Hospitals NHS Foundation Trust.

Now, as we approach the end of the works, we wanted to provide an update by highlighting
what processes are currently taking place. One part of this involves all of the external finishes
for the hospital, including ducting, drainage, paving, kerbs & edges etc, all of which are crucial in
ensuring the hospital looks complete and presentable following the conclusion of the works.

In addition to this, we also have a contract in place regarding
the generator farm located at the site, which involves work
similar to the hospital’s external finishes such as ducting, in
addition to work on the RC walls and mass filled bases. 

Finally, there’s the work we’re conducting at the North
Substation, which mirrors that of the aforementioned
generator farm. Keep an eye out for future updates, where
we’ll provide an overview of the scheme after it comes to an
end.

Scarborough Hospital
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PROJECT COMPLETION

As part of a £3.5m contract from Caddick Construction - and following our previous work with
Caddick involving the successful delivery of three RC frames at Hudson Quarter in York - we were
involved in this new Grade A office development located in the centre of Bradford. Over a 43 week
period, we worked on the site that was once Tyrls Police Station, helping to turn it into a five-
storey office space that aims to create 450 jobs following its completion. 

Our participation in the project involved delivering/installing two reinforced concrete cores, each
over 22m high, a tight and challenging site footprint, rigorous planning and phasing to ensure on-
time delivery of the works, and utilising the Doka-Slipform method - the first time Doka have used
this in the UK! Overall, One City Park was a great and challenging project that required truly
pushing ourselves, and we’re incredibly proud with the results.

Another reason the One City Park works are so crucial for Bradford is because of their upcoming
UK City of Culture status that they are soon to inherit come 2025. After being awarded the title in
May 2022, the city has been hard at work on preparing itself, so we feel incredibly privileged to be
able to assist in this preparation. 

As we mentioned earlier, the One City Park office space is estimated to create over 450 new jobs,
which will be needed as the city opens it doors to many following the introduction of its new title,
and consequently the expected influx of new residents and those wishing to make a life for
themselves in the city. We’re incredibly excited to see all the positive change that will come from
Bradford with additions to its infrastructure like this one!

They supplied a number of impressive
materials for the works, including Italian Porphyry, Portuguese granite for steps, copings, kerbs, planters
and rain gardens, Yorkshire supplied stone, and more. The team at Tectonix took ownership of drawing
up and detailing the bespoke rain gardens used, and collaborated with us to find the best value in the
materials used. 

David Stranger, Director at Tectonix, described the delivery as “near on impossible” due to the logistical
challenges that came with the storage of materials and timed deliveries to site seven days a week. It’s
ultimately a huge testament to the skill and efficiency of both our site teams, and the team at Tectonix -
everyone involved should be incredibly proud of what they were able to achieve!
